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Attendance & Check-in 
 

¶ All campers must be accompanied into the building and be checked in with the director or 
assistant director on site. Each camp has a check-in table where your child may be signed in. 
Adventure Campers ONLY may sign themselves in, but may not sign themselves out. 

¶ Any changes to your childôs attendance schedule must be made through the Parks & Recreation 
office. Camp directors and staff ARE NOT able to approve changes to camper schedules. 

¶ If your child will be attending camp but may be late, please contact the camp directly. (Camp 
phone numbers are listed on page 3.)

Weekly Newsletter 
 

Weekly Newsletters will be sent out via email, and paper 
copies will be available at camps by Thursday afternoon each 
week.

(This may include trips to 
local parks, activities at the library, and/or outings with other 
area recreation departments.) 
¶ Field trip packing list and attire.

Picking Up Your Child 
 

¶ In order to pick up your child from camp, you or the authorized adult must come into the building 
and sign out with the director or assistant director. You may be asked to provide a photo ID in 
order to sign out; please note that this is for your childôs safety. If you need to add anyone to the 
list of adults authorized to pick up your child, please notify the Parks & Recreation office. 

¶ Late Policy: We have a system of late fines for parents who are late in arriving to pick up their 
children, but this is not meant to be used on a regular basis to extend your camper's day! 
Continued violation of this policy could result in removal from the program, without refund. Please 
be aware that there may be instances when we will call the police to come pick a child up who 
has not been picked up 1/2 hour after the program ends and there has been no contact with the 
parent or emergency contacts.

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Field Trips 
 

¶ Weekly newsletters will be sent via email with detailed 
information about each trip. 

¶ Campers must arrive at camp by 8:45am on field trip days; 
the bus will depart promptly at 9:00am. 

¶ Camp t-shirts are required clothing on field trip days. One 
camp t-shirt is provided with registration; additional shirts may 
be purchased prior to May 25th. 

¶ A lunch must be brought on all field trip days, even when field 
trip destinations may have snacks available for purchase. 

¶ Campers must bring a bathing suit, towel, sunscreen, change 
of clothes, and water bottle on water trips. 

¶ Departure and return times may vary with traffic and distance. 

¶ Extra spending money may be permitted for some field trips; 
however, all campers are to be responsible for their own spending money. Staff are unable to 
take possession of or distribute spending money for campers, regardless of camper age. 

¶ Although we do our best to adhere to the published field trip schedule, we may have to make 
changes due to weather or other circumstances beyond our control. As part of the registration 
process, parents are asked to sign waivers that may be used for rainy day destinations. We 
appreciate your understanding. 

Swimming Guidelines 
 

If your child cannot swim, or if you have safety concerns,  
please inform the camp director. 

 

Discover Campers: Lake allowed up to waist and ocean allowed up to knees. 
 

Ranger Campers: Lake allowed up to chest and ocean allowed up to waist. 
 

Adventure Campers: Assessed individuallyðmust tread water for 2 minutes 
in order to go in over their heads in groups of 4, including one adult. 
 

Discover and Ranger Campers are NEVER to go in over their heads 
regardless of ability. 

Enrichment Programs 
 

Beginning April 22nd, registration will be available for a variety of Enrichment Programs designed as 
add-ons to the summer camp experience. Past programs have included swimming lessons, kayak 
outings, Lego Brick by Brick, cycling club, and more. 

¶ Enrichment Program information will be available online according to the grade your child will 
enter in Fall 2019. 

¶ These programs require separate registration and have an additional fee beyond the regular 
camp registration. 

¶ Enrichment Programs must be registered and paid in advance through the Parks & Recreation 
Office (in person or online). Camp staff cannot accept Enrichment Program registrations. 

¶ Please contact the Parks & Recreation Office directly for more information about these activities. 
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What Should I Bring to Camp? 
 

Õ A brown bag lunch, plus morning and afternoon snack EVERY day.  
 Campers will not have access to a refrigerator or microwave, so please plan accordingly.  

Õ All campers are required to wear appropriate play clothes.  
 Please leave all revealing and/or explicit clothing at home, and be aware that any clothing worn  
 to camp may get dirty. 

Õ Sneakers or closed toe shoes are best.  
 Please wear sturdy footwear suited for active play. 

Õ Appropriate bathing suits must be worn. 
 No string bikinis or other revealing swimwear. 

Õ A backpack with items that might be useful throughout the day.  
 This might include sunscreen, jacket, hat, bathing suit, socks, towel, etc. 

Õ Sunscreen. 
 Sunscreen should be applied DAILY before children arrive at camp. SPF 30 sunscreen dispensers are  
 available at all of our camps; parents may also send sunscreen from home, especially on field trip 
 days. Counselors are available to help, but campers are encouraged to apply their own sunscreen. 

Õ Appropriate field trip attire. 
 Camp t-shirts must be worn on all field trips; information about other necessary items will be 
 communicated via the weekly newsletter as well as daily camp announcements. 
 

Please mark all belongings with your childôs full name. 

Snack Shack 
 

All of our camps have a Snack Shack that is open during 
designated times on in-camp days. A variety of drinks and 
snacks are available with most costing 50Â or $1. 
 

¶ Snack Shack Punch Cards are ONLY available online or at 
the Parks & Recreation office. 

¶ Cards come in $5 increments with ten 50Â punches on 
each card. 

¶ Camp staff will keep all punch cards at camp. 
 

NO CASH WILL BE ACCEPTED AT THE SNACK SHACK. 

No Cell Phone Policy�ª New for 2019 
 

¶ Cell phones and electronic devices will not be permitted for use by campers during camp hours, 
including before and after care and bus trips. 

¶ Each camp has a phone that can be used for emergencies. If you need to reach your camper 
during the day, please contact the camp phone ð phone numbers are on page 3. 

¶ If your child brings a cell phone or electronic device to camp, it will be confiscated by our staff to 
be kept in a safe place and returned to the parent/guardian at the end of the camp day.
